NWISL POLICIES

Substitutions - unlimited with Ref approval at following times:

· Throw-in, in your favor

· Prior to goal kick for either team

· After a goal by either team

· After an injury to either team after Ref has stopped play

· Half time

Forfeiture:

· If a teams fails to field at least 7 players within 15 minutes after scheduled start time

· Ref allows full team to score a goal

· Absent team loses 1-0

Duration of Game

U-10

Two 25 minute halves

Two 5-minute OT periods

U-12

Two 30 minute halves

Two 10-minute OT periods

U-14

Two 35 minute halves

Two 10-minute OT periods

Ties:

· During regular games, a tie stands as a tie

· In Tournament play, OT periods are played first, then penalty kick rules in accordance with FIFA rules

Incomplete Game:

· If game does not reach half due to weather, the entire game shall be rescheduled for play

· If game reaches half then it shall be considered a complete game

· If a game cannot be completed for non-weather factors, Ref shall report to NWISL BOD and determination will be subsequently made

Spectator Conduct:

· Each Club and Coach is responsible for conduct of spectators before, during, and after game

· Club and/or Team may receive penalties for actions of their spectators

· Ref may declare game forfeited if spectator behavior is threatening or continually bad

No Ref’s:

· Either coach may invoke option of having game rescheduled 

· Coaches are not obligated to act as Referees

· Both coaches must sign game sheet authorizing approval of substitute Ref, if one can be found

Rescheduling of Games:

· It is the policy of NWISL to not allow rescheduling of games after schedules are issued

· Rescheduling due to weather or field conditions becomes responsibility of Home Team NWISL Rep to contact respective visiting team NWISL Rep’s 

· Any game scheduled outside of NWISL knowledge shall not be included in final standings

Scoring:

· 2 points for win

Placement of Teams:

· all Clubs should request placements to “challenge” their teams
· new teams are considered on age of players and success of in-house programs
· existing teams are considered on previous records and goal differentials
· divisions are completed from top down, meaning that gold, silver, bronze divisions are filled first from all entrants before lower divisions are considered
