The Officers were unanimously elected. Motion by Jim Jamison and seconded by Dennis Gould. Everyone should thank Luigi for the great job that his has done as President over the last years.

We had a guest speaker,  Brandon Rickenberger, who is a State Referee from Indianapolis. Brandon covered how and when to apply the “Advantage Rule”. After a great luncheon served by the Elks, Brandon and Luigi covered the Rule Changes for 2006.
Rule Changes for 2006
1) You must allow 2 meters of space when the ball is thrown-in.

2) Off-sides , an part of the head, torso, or feet ahead of the 2nd to last defender is considered off-sides.
3) Celebration – If a player pulls his shirt over his head, it is a cautionable offense.
Attached to this newsletter are the special rules used in NWISL.

NWISL Special Rules

For Referees 

1. No Slide Tackling in U-8 & U-10 –Results in a Direct Free Kick –Penalty Kick in Box

2. U-8 & U-10 6v6 needs 4 players Minimum to start

3. U-12 8v8 needs 5 players Minimum to start

4. U-14 11v11 needs 7 players Minimum to start

5. No cards no play-forfeit to team without cards.  Referee may not officiate scrimmage. Coaches may scrimmage as a practice if they would like.

6. Only a letter of eligibility from NWISL will be allowed to substitution a player card. The referee must keep this letter and mail it with the game report.

7. Substitutions

A) Prior to a throw in for either team. No longer throw in, in your favor
B) Prior to a goal kick for either team

C) After a goal by either team

D) After an injury to either team when referee stops play

E) At half time

F) Mandatory substitution after a yellow card

8. Collect your pay prior to the match.

9. Referee should keep players cards with game report until end of game. 

Don’t forget to return cards to coaches with game report before you or they leave.

10. Please fill out game reports noting yellow cards, red cards, and conduct of                                                                            
coaches .If you Red card a player or coach be sure to keep card and send 

                  in with game report. 

11. Cards are the Referees only form of Discipline. NWISL can only use the information it receives on players and coaches from referee to be able to hand out the proper disciplinary action. NWISL will always support any judgment call by the referee.

12. Sideline Protocol  -This is the procedure with bad spectator conduct.    

         

1st. First Violation=stoppage
of play (but not a stoppage of clock) and a verbal warning administered by the respective coach to the individual/s.

2nd. Second Violation=(by same Club’s sideline)=stoppage of play (but not clock), issue yellow card to respective Coach and bench. Coach must go to sideline and warn the individual/s that the next Violation will result in complete stoppage of play and Forfeiture of game.

3rd. Third Violation=(by same teams sideline)=final stoppage of play and forfeiture of game.

Note: It is not the job of referee to handle spectators it is the job of club coach

13. U-8 is Instructional for the players; it is the responsibility of the Ref to help the kids understand the rules of the game.

After a call is made try to explain what they did wrong. In the case of a bad throw-in give them one more chance to throw after telling them what they did wrong. If they do a bad throw-in a second time, ball changes possession.

14. Severe Weather Policy

In the NWISL, there are parks that we play at that have EARLY LIGHTNING PREDICTION AND WARNING SYSTEMS.  WE MUST ABIDE BY THESE SYSTEMS. If the siren goes off, the field must be cleared at once!!!!! Until an all clear siren is sounded, the game may not continue. THIS IS BY LAW. 

If after 30 minutes the all clear is not sounded, then the game is ended.

If you have finished the 1st half, THE GAME IS FINAL.

If before 1st half, the game will be rescheduled by the club reps.

COACHES DO NOT RESCHEDULE GAMES.

In the case of those parks that do not have these systems, it is the responsibility

Of the referee to call the game. This means that if any lightning is sighted (at all)

The field must be cleared.

(COACHES, PLEASE RESPECT THE REFEREES CALL IN THIS MATTER)

If after 30 minutes, the condition does not change the game is ended.

The same procedure applies as above.

If you are scheduled for the next game, please wait until it’s start time to see if weather conditions change.

It is only the club rep that can close the field for the day.

15. Kids on the same team may have the same # on their jerseys.
